Therefore, facilities for cardio-pulmonary 
resuscitation must be available. In patients with liver dysfunction, parenteral iron 
should only be administered after careful risk/benefit assessment and should be 
avoided in patients with hepatic dysfunction. Paravenous leakage must be avoided. 
Parenteral iron must be used with caution in patients with acute or chronic 
infection, asthma, eczema or atopic allergies. Ferinjectfi should be stopped with 
ongoing bacteraemia. One ml of undiluted Ferinjectfi contains up to 0.24 mmol  
(5.5 mg) of sodium. Transfer of iron from Ferinjectfi to human milk is negligible  
(� 1%). Overdose of Ferinjectfi may eventually lead to haemosiderosis. Monitoring 
of iron parameters such as serum ferritin and transferrin saturation may assist  
in recognising iron accumulation. Undesirable effects: Common (1% to < 10%), 
uncommon (0.1% to < 1%), Common: Headache, dizziness, nausea, abdominal pain, 
constipation, diarrhoea, rash, injection site reaction, transient blood phosphorus 
decrease, alanine aminotransferase increased. Uncommon: Hypersensitivity 
including anaphylactoid reactions, paraesthesia, hypotension, flushing, dysgeusia, 
vomiting, dyspepsia, flatulence, pruritus, urticaria, myalgia, back pain, arthralgia, 
pyrexia, fatigue, chest pain, rigors, malaise, oedema peripheral, aspartate 
aminotransferase increased, gamma-glutamyltransferase increased, blood lactate 
dehydrogenase increased.
