Personal Data privacy 
The information collected in the frame of 2026 ESC elections is subject to data processing for the purpose of organising the elections, safeguarding the integrity, reputation, and compliance of ESC’s governance and to help promote the ESC activities in our external and internal communication, on ESC website and social media. The recipients of the data are ESC Staff for administration and processing, ESC volunteers and leadership, all visitors of the ESC website, and Social Media followers. 

Data collected in your Declaration of Interests will be kept within the ESC database for 10 years or longer if they are related to a publication or a mandate within the ESC which remains still current. Data included in a publication will also remain available as part of the published material as long as the latter is available.
Data on candidates’ on-going or outstanding case will be used solely for assessing candidate’s suitability to serve as an ESC officer, and access to the information will be restricted to the members of the Nominating Committee and supporting ESC staff and will be treated as strictly confidential. The information will be securely destroyed after the conclusion of the 2026 election process. Failure to provide such information does not automatically exclude a candidate but may be taken into account by the Nominating Committee in assessing the overall eligibility and suitability of the candidacy.
All other personal data collected in the frame of 2026 ESC elections will be kept for 5 years.
