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Summary  HFA Day 2015 

• 18 heart centers and hospitals throughout Germany participated 
in the national campaign launched at the European Heart Failure 
Awareness Day 2015 with a large variety of activities for the public.  

• Partner was the German Heart Foundation. 

• The nation-wide program consisted of three modules: 

 1. Nationwide Event: Cycling Tour with Heart (11 German cities) 

 2. Design Competition for Schools on the theme: “Healthy meal 
 for the heart!” (2 German regions) 

 3. Heart failure information days (open houses) and seminars at 
 the action weekend May 8th to 10th (14 German hospitals

Example Würzburg 

 • Guided tours to the Comprehensive Heart Failure Center (e.g. treatment 
rooms), the Inst. of Nuclear Medicine (e.g., production of radio-
pharmaceuticals) and the Institute of Radiology (e.g., demonstration of 
cardiac MRI).   

• Information: Health screening, demonstrations and information regarding 
heart failure prevention and presentation of cardiac devices. Detailed 
information on cardiac arrhythmia and stroke were given in a big walk-in 
artery model.  

• Seminars and Lectures (e.g. public consultation hour: “Visitors ask - experts 
answer”, “What you should know about heart failure”, “Heart-healthy 
eating”). 

• Exhibition of the new competition for schools: “Healthy meal for the heart!”  

• Heart quiz and presentation from pupils of a high school for pupils 

• Mediterranean public cooking demonstration with the chef of the canteen 
kitchen of the University Hospital; individual nutritional counselling
